· Times New Roman, 14 pt

·  Line spacing: 1
· Text is justified at both margins.
· All margins: 2 cm
· Indention: 1 cm

· No intervals between paragraphs

· No double spaces in the text

· Centered in bold, comes the title of the paper in CAPITAL letters 
· Below the title, aligned to the right, in bold italics, come the initials and the last name(s) of the author(s) 
· After the name, in brackets comes the country in italics, below – institution affiliation
